PHILO AWARDS 2008 – THE BEST IN REGIONAL ACCESS TELEVISION
The annual Philo T. Farnsworth Awards recognize excellence in community television throughout the mid-west region (Ohio,
Michigan, Indiana, and Kentucky). The 2008 Philo entry process has now begun. To submit your program in one of the 35
selectable categories, come on down to our building and fill out the paperwork. The show must have been produced between
July 1, 2007 and June 30, 2008.

MVCC producers have a fantastic record of winning Philo Awards for their programs. In 2007, 10 local producers were winners,
our best year since 2000. Visitors to MVCC can see the producer names and shows of all 160 Philo awards received in our 33
year history.

MVCC will pay for two entries per producer. Extra submittals cost $15. Forms are available at the MVCC front desk, and
deadline for paperwork is Wednesday, May 28. Bring either a DVD copy of your program to submit, or indicate if the program is
currently airing (staff can then make a DVD copy).

In July, MVCC will be a judging site for several categories of Philo videos. We will be looking for two judging panels of three
people. Any MVCC certified volunteer is welcome to become a member of the panel, and any level of age and experience is
welcome. It’s a great, fun way to see what other access producers are doing in our region, and contribute to the positive goals of
public access television.

The panels will require about 2 ½ hours to judge, at 10 minutes per tape plus paperwork. If you are interested in judging, please
contact Richard Diaz at rdiaz@mvcc.net or 424-1666.
